F. No. LM/PM/0003/2021/UDAY/LGL/157.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 57 of the
Delhi Development Act, 1957 (61 of 1957), the Delhi Development Authority, with the previous approval of the
Central Government, hereby makes the following regulations further to amend the National Capital Territory of Delhi
(Recognition of Property Rights of Residents in Unauthorised Colonies) Regulations, 2019, namely:-

1. Short title and commencement.-

(1) These regulations may be called the National Capital Territory of Delhi (Recognition of Property Rights
of Residents in Unauthorised Colonies) (Amendment) Regulations, 2023.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Inthe National Capital Territory of Delhi (Recognition of Property Rights of Residents in Unauthorised Colonies)
Regulations, 2019 (hereinafter referred to as the said regulations), in regulation 3, in clause (a) the following proviso
shall be inserted, namely:-

“Provided that no right shall be conferred or recognised on vacant land under this clause.”
3. Inthe said regulations, in regulation 4,-
(i)  for sub-regulation (6), the following sub-regulation shall be substituted, namely:-

“(6) The charges for built-up area to be recovered in respect of category-2 land as specified in clause (b) of
regulation 3 shall be half of the charges applicable to built up area in category-1 land as specified in sub-
regulation (5).”

(i) for sub-regulation (7), the following sub-regulation shall be substituted, namely:-

“(7) The charges to be recovered for vacant plot situated in category-2 land as specified in clause (b) of
regulation 3, shall be as follows: —

(iii) sub- regulation (8) shall be omitted.

4. In the said regulations, in regulation 5, for sub-regulations (2) and (3), the following sub-regulations shall be
substituted, namely:-

“(2) In case of land falling under category-1, as specified in clause (a) of regulation 3, the rights shall be
conferred in respect of the land under building footprint, even if the total area of any floor in the building
(carpet area and any area under service shaft, balcony, veranda, open terrace and any other projections
beyond carpet area) exceeds the building footprint:

Provided that such rights shall not exceed area under the building footprint or the plot area, whichever is less.

(3) In case of land falling under category- 2, as specified to in clause (b) of regulation 3, rights shall be
recognised for vacant plot as well as built up area, as the case may be:
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Provided that where the total carpet area of a floor in a building exceeds the plot area or having projections
beyond plot area, rights shall be restricted to the extent of the plot area".
